• No club will make a green fee charge, seen as a benefit of Full Membership. 

• Tee booking must be made via the Pro Shop. A daily limit is subject to course availability 
policed by each Club Professional.

• Available during British Summer Time is from 2pm.  In Winter this is from 12noon.  
Dependent upon availability. 

• Partner club players are required to sign-in in the normal way. A check will be made 
against a membership list and/or bar-card/bag-tag. Please ensure you have some form of 
proof of membership. 

• This arrangement is for casual golf only and is not to be used as part of Society Bookings 
or Captain’s Away Days. Groups should not number more than 8 players. 

• A special arrangement should be made for closed days: bad weather, county 
competitions, etc. in advance where possible. 

• Each club can offer their Open and Special Event competitions at the member’s rates. 
Where possible Open competitions should not coincide, therefore giving members the 
chance to enter Opens or play the alternative course when busy. Each club may offer 
their Social events to partner clubs. 

• It is not possible to enter partner club competitions; play at partner clubs is not possible 
on major competition days. 

• No member will have login access to either club’s web site and/or apps. 

• Each Club will appoint a liaison officer to manage the relationship, who is not necessarily 
a committee member. 

• Players are welcome to enjoy refreshments, but no bar or catering discount is provided.  

• Partner Club players cannot sign in guests at Partner Clubs, but the guests are welcome to 
use county cards, etc. and pay a green fee. 

• Partner club players must respect all rules and traditions of the club they are visiting. 

• This privilege may be withdrawn at any time.
